The site is predominantly second growth forest, surrounded by residential and commercial development.  The nearest stream occurs to the northeast of the property.  The property contains two jurisdictional wetlands which drain to an unnamed tributary to Lucy Run via a culvert.  One small isolated wetland area is located onsite, entirely contained on the property.   The isolated wetland is approximately 0.03 acre.  The wetland is surrounded by upland with no obvious hydrological connection to the tributary system.  There is no indication of interstate commerce.  Based on the absence of a hydrological connection or adjacency to a water of the United States, this office has determined this wetland is isolated waters and is non-jurisdictional.
