The project corridor runs along State Route 725 for about 2 miles.  The western two-thirds of the corridor occurs within the 100-year floodplains of the Little Miami River and Sugar Creek.  The corridor includes the perennial Little Miami River and Sugar Creek, five intermittent tributaries and one ephemeral tributary.  Five wetlands adjacent to Sugar Creek are located in the western most quarter of the corridor.  Three isolated wetland areas were identified along the corridor.  One wetland, 0.15 acre, is south of Sugar Creek and about 1200 feet west of the Little Miami River.  Two are located north of the Little Miami River and just south of SR 725.  These wetlands are approximately 0.15 acre and 0.11 acre in size.  The three isolated wetlands do not exhibit a connection to the tributary system.  There is no indication of interstate commerce.  As such, the isolated wetlands are non-jurisdictional.  The acreage of wetland area was determined by a delineation performed by Malcolm Pirnie, Inc.
