The site is on the south side of State Route 235, north of Indian Lake. A canal to Indian Lake runs along the southeastern property boundary.  The land to the north is agricultural.  Residential development exists to the west, south, and east.  The property is mostly open field, with a wooded area near a pond located in the western portion of the property.  The pond has no inlets or outlets; it is isolated from Indian Lake.  Fringe wetlands occur around the pond.  The isolated pond and wetland fringe are surrounded by upland with no surface connection to the tributary system supporting wetlands or an Ordinary High Water Mark.  There is no indication of interstate commerce.  Based on the absence of a hydrological connection or adjacency to a water of the United States, this office has determined the pond and wetland fringe are isolated waters and are non-jurisdictional.  The acreage of wetland area was not determined by the applicant; it is estimated to be over an acre.
