The site consists primarily of previous forested areas immediately adjacent to an active power station.  The two identified wetlands (0.02 acre and 0.04 acre) are not adjacent to any stream and do not exhibit any surface water connection to another water of the United States.  A total of approximately 865 linear feet of jurisdictional stream is present within the project area.
