The NRCS Soil Survey (Union Co) and USGS Quadrangle (Peoria) do not indicate the present of a stream channel or other surface water connection to a navigable water of the United States.   The pond is a manmade pond constructed in a non-hydric soil with hydric components.  The pond does not contain evidence of wetland vegetation and as not constructed within a jurisdictional stream channel. Jurisdictional waters of the U.S. at the site include five wetlands totaling 2.56 acres and one pond totaling 0.56 acre.
