The site is partially covered by an active sand & gravel mine.  The large lake (35.1 ac) in the southern part of the property was created during the gravel mining operation, and the other small ponds (4, ranging in size from 0.1 to 0.3 acre) on the site were also created during previous operations.  These ponds and the lake do not have any stream or other outlet that provides a surface water connection to another water of the United States.  A total of 1,782 linear feet (lf) of perennial stream, 749 lf of intermittent stream, and 325 lf of ephemeral stream (unnamed tributaries of Dry Run) are jurisdictional waters on the property.
