The site consists primarily of an unused, abandoned property with existing gas wells surrounded by two large jurisdictional wetlands on 3 sides and an existing residential development to the southeast.  The identified wetland (0.011 acre) is not adjacent to any stream and does not exhibit any surface water connection to another water of the United States.  This wetland is located in a depression atop the upland mound surrounded by the above land uses.  The nearest identified waterway is Nimisila Creek; however, the wetland is above the ground water table for this stream.  A total of 5.244 acres of wetland and 155 linear feet of stream comprise the waters of the United States on the site.
