The site has been previously mined, thus interrupting the natural dendritic drainage patterns.  Isolated pit impoundments are typically bound on one side by a highway left from the end of mining activity and bound on the other side by spoil piles left as a result of previous mining as the mining advances around a hillside.  Wetlands typically form within the shallow areas of these pit impoundments.  These waters do not discharge into waters of the United States and are thus hydrologically isolated.  On some occasions, waters upgrade of the mining activity flow into these isolated systems and do not discharge into downstream waters of the United States.
