Monday through Friday.  There will not be a motor vessel on site, however, the contractor will be 
monitoring marine channel 13.  It is anticipated the work will be complete on or about 3 July 2004.   
 
The construction will be commencing on the upstream end of the sheet pile cells, progressing downstream 
(see attached drawing).
