Seven vernal pools are located within the project area.  All of the pools are located within the Miamian silt loam soil unit, a non-hydric soil with hydric components.  Three of the vernal pools (1,2,7) are located directly adjacent to an unnamed tributary of Big Darby Creek while the remaining pools (3,4,5,6,) are located away from the creek and from its flow influence.  While most vernal pools are isolated by nature, it appears that four of the pools have a hydrologic connection to an unnamed tributary of Big Darby Creek and would be hydrologically influenced by high flow events from the creek. The Big Darby Creek is a tributary of the Scioto River, a navigable water of the United States.
