Streams A, B and associated Wetland 9 flow into a pit impoundment complex that is surrounded by upland, does not present a significant nexus to a water of the United States and is not part of a surface water tributary system of waters of the United States.  Open water areas 1, 2, 3, and 4 and associated wetlands are located within the impoundment complex and are therefore not jurisdictional waters of the United States.  These wetlands formed from drainage trapped between spoil piles and the highwall left from previous mining activities.  Water from the surrounding uplands drains into this area and does not exit.  These wetlands and open waters are hydrologically isolated from other waters of the United States and are not subject to Section 404 Clean Water Act jurisdiction.  Isolated wetlands on-site total 1.56 and isolated open water areas total 4.29 acres.
