The Army Corps of Engineers and United States Coast Guard have issued the following restrictions to be implemented in the event Belleville Pool drops below twelve (12) feet on the upper gauge of the Belleville Project. Lockage must be pre-approved via Belleville Traffic Control. Tow configurations must be correctly configured before entering traffic zone. Belleville Pool is forecasted to fall to six (6) feet by Tuesday, 18JAN2005 and two and three tenths (2.3) feet by Wednesday, 19JAN2005.

RESTRICTIONS

12 to 8 feet: Tows are restricted to be no larger than five (5) barges long by three (3) barges wide and draft no more than nine and one-half (9.5) feet. Facilities can still offload on a case by case basis.

8 to 6 feet:  Tows are restricted to be no larger than four (4) barges long by two (2) barges wide and draft no more than nine (9.0) feet. Loading and unloading will cease in Belleville Pool. 

6 to 4 feet:  Tows are restricted to be no larger than four (4) barges long by two (2) barges wide and draft no more than nine (9.0) feet. Traffic will be restricted to one-way at any given time. No red flag or CDC barges will be allowed on the Belleville Pool.

4 feet and below:  Lockage will be suspended into the Belleville Pool once this stage is reached.
