The wetland delineation was conducted on October 8, 2004 by Williams Creek Consulting.  Based on the information provided it was determined four wetland areas totaling 1.39 acres and one 1.78 acre pond exist on the site.  The pond and four wetland areas are surrounded by upland and do not present a significant nexus to a surface water tributary of a water of the United States.  Based on the absence of a hydrological connection or adjacency to a water of the United States, the pond and wetland areas are determined to be isolated waters.  Isolated waters are only regulated under Section 404 of the Clean Water Act when the use, degradation or destruction of which could affect interstate or foreign commerce.  The pond and wetland areas are not subject to the provisions of Section 404 of the Clean Water Act.
