Wetlands F, G, H and L are surrounded by upland and do not present a significant nexus to a surface water tributary of a water of the United States.  Based on the absence of a hydrological connection or adjacency to a water of the United States, Wetlands F, G, H and L are determined to be isolated not subject to the provisions of Section 404 of the Clean Water Act.  The Corps regulates streams up to the point where they no longer exhibit an OHW mark.  At the downstream end of the 440-foot ephemeral section of Stream G, the stream channel disappears and the flow becomes subsurface.  Because Streams G, H & J do not exhibit a surface water connection to a jurisdictional water of the United States these waters are considered isolated.
