These two wetlands are not adjacent to a jurisdictional water.  These wetlands do not exhibit a hydrologic connection to a surface tributary system and therefore are not jurisdictional waters of the United States.  One open water on-site is a pit impoundment created in association with past mining activities.  This pond does not have an inlet or outlet.  No connection to a surface tributary system was observed.
