The eight isolated wetlands are located in either depressed areas or in old mining pit impoundment areas that do not have a traceable hydrologic connection to a navigable water of the United States.  However, these wetlands area located in the Wayne National Forest and would likely provide habitat conducive for migratory birds, although the small size of the wetlands would limit its appeal for many species.
