The 0.017-acre open water (pond) does not have a surface water connection to a water of the United States.  However, this pond would likely provide habitat conducive for migratory birds, and the forested area around the pond would also provide habitat for woodland bird species.  It is located within a larger, previously impacted upland area.  The 57-acre site has a total of 650 linear feet of intermittent stream that is a jurisdictional water.
