Points of Emphasis  

· Pike County, Kentucky officials have developed the Fishtrap Lake State Park Lodge Access Road Project which involves the construction of an access road on the north side of Fishtrap Lake, beginning at the dam and terminating at the proposed lodge resort area 
· The overall goal of the project is to increase tourism, job creation and access to remote communities of Hurricane, Jonican and Pompey 
·  To off set construction costs, the County’s proposal also includes the road follow the outcrop of the Clintwood coal seam to generate coal revenues. 
· Since this proposed project is for a US Army Corps of Engineers project, an Environmental Impact Study must be conducted in accordance with the National Environmental Policy Act of 1969. 
· A MOA was signed in June 2005 between the US Army Corps of Engineers and FWHA for the transfer of funds to the Corps to conduct the EIS for access road 
Brief Project Description
Pike County, Kentucky officials have developed the Fishtrap Lake State Park Lodge Access Road Project. The overall goal of the project is to increase tourism and job creation. Specifically the project proposal involves the construction of an access road on the north side of Fishtrap Lake, beginning at the dam and terminating at the proposed lodge resort area.   Access to the proposed lodge will also provide service to the remote communities of Hurricane, Jonican and Pompey. Travel times of emergency vehicles from the larger cities of Pikeville and Prestonsburg would be significantly reduced. To off set construction costs, the County’s proposal also includes the road follow the outcrop of the Clintwood coal seam to generate coal revenues. Since this proposed project is for a US Army Corps of Engineers project, an Environmental Impact Study must be conducted in accordance with the National Environmental Policy Act of 1969. The study will identify any significant environmental resources likely to be affected by the project, assess impacts and consider a full range of alternatives, which also must include a “No Action” or future without project condition.
